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What May We Conclude?
a. The events of the 40 days — where was Jesus?
b. Jesus’ occasional presence was preparation for the coming of the Spirit
The disciples’ relationship to Jesus was altered by the resurrection
. Death, resurrection, ascension must be considered together
. Our salvation & authority are assured by the resurrection/ascension of Jesus
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
